
Samaveda Devanagari Font "Sanskrit 99 SV"

The font "Sanskrit 99 SV" specifically designed for typesetting accented Samaveda
texts is a 8/16-bit hybrid TrueType font that can be used in two different ways:

1. "Sanskrit 99 SV" as 8-bit font for Itranslator 99

If used as 8-bit non-Unicode font, up to 10 digits (0–9) can be defined as SV accents.
The digits can be conveniently entered in ITX files, are transparent to Itranslator 99
and will be automatically converted to SV accents in Itranslator 99 files. Example:

a) ITX Source File (Itrans Text File):

2. "Sanskrit 99 SV" as 16-bit Unicode font

If 10 SV accents typeable as digits are not enough, then all 29 SV accents defined by
the TDIL draft of Vedic Code Set can be entered as 16-bit hex numbers representing
Unicode Private Use Area codes, e.g. U+F3DA denoting SV accent "3r kampa".
